Freedom of Information Act 2000 - Company Voluntary Arrangements
Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

Please could you tell me how much rent from Boots is owed/ has been withheld.

Answer:
For your information this letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because the following exemptions apply:
Section 41-Information in Confidence. Local ratepayers/business tenants have a reasonable expectation that information regarding their rent liabilities would not be disclosed to the wider world- which is how any such disclosure must be viewed.

Section 43-Commercial Interests. Disclosure of companies rent liabilities to the wider world would likely lead to creditors, being made aware of debt owed to the Council for commercial rent trying to liquidate these companies or obtaining judgments to gain access to assets ahead of other creditors. 

This would jeopardise and further weaken businesses already struggling due to Covid-19. Equally suppliers of goods or services would probably decide not to work with these businesses & traders, further weakening their marketplace opportunities and this would prejudice the Council’s ability as a commercial landlord and collector of local business rates to recoup monies owed.
