Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

I would like to know how many COVID-19 cases there are in my area in school settings. Broken down into early years, primary schools and secondary schools please - LE4 postcode
Answer:

Schools are obliged to take swift action when they become aware that pupils who have attended the setting have tested positive for COVID-19.  This includes advising both the child with a positive test and their close contacts to self-isolate. Pupils with a positive test for COVID-19 should therefore not be attending school.
From the beginning of September to the 29th October there have been 149 confirmed cases of COVID-19 in 1-18 year-olds living in Leicester with a home postcode beginning LE4. The majority of these cases (103) have been in secondary school and post-16 age groups.
