42 were in residential children’s homes outside of Leicester on 02 November 2020

3. Within your local authority, how many children and young people moved between different residential children's homes?

15 lived in more than one residential children’s home on between 03 November 2019 and 02 November 2020

4. Within your local authority, what is the average duration of a placement at a residential children's home?

The 72 who were in residential children’s homes on 02 November 2020 had been in placement for an average of 432 days
