Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

I would like information regarding 36 Lethbridge Close, Leicester LE1 2EB. Can you please confirm whether an External Wall Fire Review has been carried out to the building.  If so, may I kindly request a copy of the EWS1 form.

Answer:

36 Lethbridge Close is below 18m tall and therefore the External Wall Fire Review process and the EWS1 (External Wall Survey) form does not apply to this type of building. As such the Council does not hold this report and is informing you as required by Section 1(1) of the FOI Act and Regulation 12(4)(a) of the EIR, information not held.
An EWS1 is an assessment of external wall cladding system and can only be signed by a chartered surveyor, chartered fire engineer or similarly registered building professional.   
The External Wall Fire Review process and the EWS1 form is designed to help in the valuation of high-rise buildings, it particularly assists people to buy and sell homes and re-mortgage in buildings above 18 metres (six storeys).
