Please find the relevant information attached.  Please note, the PCN reference number has been withheld.  This is a unique specific identifying factor and is exempt from release.  This combined with the location of the ticket and the car registration number, as observed at said locations, would reveal whether fines have been paid/cancelled/warnings issued etc.
Therefore, this data is being processed for the purposes of parking fines and that disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1– fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes.  Therefore, this Information is exempt from release under Section 40(2) of The Act.
