Can you please provide me details of the data that was captured, what the data shows and how the data will be used.

Answer:
Please find the attached document which contains information held by Leicester City Council. 
The traffic shows vehicle speeds and volume over a 7 day period from 7/10/2020 to 14/10/2020.  
The detailed data is summarised in the “Cover” section.  
The data will be used to determine the level of compliance with speed limits on Ashton Greens Road in respect of Police enforcement thresholds.  
The data will also be used to evaluate the effectiveness of the 20mph speed limit and traffic calming installed on the approaches to the junctions of Ashton Green Road with Margold Road and Deacon Road.  
The data will also be used as a baseline for any future monitoring as the Ashton Green development expands.
