Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
1) The total tonnes of recyclate that the council/authority/partnership managed in 2018/19.
Answer: Tonnes of recyclate collected at the kerbside 2018/19 from householders: 16,238 tonnes. An additional 289 tonnes of the same type of recyclate was collected at the HWRCs, giving a total of 16,527 tonnes.

2) The total tonnes of recyclate that the council/authority/partnership managed in 2019/20.
Tonnes of recyclate collected at the kerbside 2019/20 from householders: 16,405 tonnes. An additional 270 tonnes of the same type of recyclate was collected at the HWRCs, giving a total of 16,675 tonnes.

3) The proportion in tonnes, of the 2018/19 recyclate total that the council/authority/partnership managed, which was sent for incineration via either Energy for Waste (EfW) or without Energy for Waste (EfW). 
Contamination/material that could not be recycled which was sent for energy recovery: 1,743 tonnes, representing 10.5% of the total tonnage. This included 1,321 tonnes (8.0%) of contamination materials and 422 tonnes (2.5%) of plastic film which was collected for recycling but for which no outlet could be sourced for this material to be recycled.

4) The proportion in tonnes, of the 2019/20 recyclate total that the council/authority/partnership managed, which was sent for incineration via either Energy for Waste (EfW) or without Energy for Waste (EfW). 
Contamination/material that could not be recycled which was sent for energy recovery: 1,576 tonnes, representing 9.5% of the total tonnage. This included 1,451 tonnes (8.7%) of contamination materials and 125 tonnes (0.8%) of plastic film which was collected for recycling but for which no outlet could be sourced for this material to be recycled.

If for any reason one of these of the years' (2018/19 or 2019/20) statistics are not available for release, please just provide me with one year's statistics. 

For the purposes of this request, Please understand the term 'recyclate' to mean 'household waste material collected at the kerbside for recycling by a local authority' (e.g. household waste put in a recycling bin, but not separately collected food or garden waste).
