You asked:
- Costs incurred by the Council for car and chauffeur serves for the leader of the Council, Council Cabinet and the Chief Executive of the council for the year 2020 to date, 2019 and as many years for which records are available.
No such costs have been incurred. The Council does not have a Leader or Chief Executive, it has an elected City Mayor, a Chief Operating Officer and an Executive body of Councillors. No such provision is made or has been made for those roles.

- Costs incurred by the Council for taxis fares expensed by the leader of the Council and Council Cabinet, for the year 2020 to date, 2019 and as many years for which records are available.
The Council’s allowance scheme provides a Travel and Subsistence allowance to all elected councillors which covers travel and subsistence for all activities within the city boundary. Councillors may only claim travel expenses for approved duties outside of the city boundary. The allowance scheme and allowances paid to and claims made by councillors are published on the website, details can be found here:
