Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

The new taxi framework PAN2061 for Vulnerable Passenger Transport Services provides pricing to operators. This pricing has been worked out using algorithm. Under the Freedom of Information Act, please could you advise:

- How the algorithm was tested? 
Answer: The payment algorithm has been developed with attention to all business and staffing overheads.  The new pricing mechanism is based on a fee rate per journey paid as a rate per mile. The calculates rates were benchmarked against taxi pricing information that was available to the Council at the time and in the public domain. The resultant rates were also compared to those payable under the Hackney Carriage tariffs set for taxis operation within Leicester.


- Which software, if any, was used
The pricing algorithm is a spreadsheet which uses business and staffing overheads which are subsequently absorbed into the annual mileage of a vehicle using sensible norms to calculate a rate per mile in order to recoup these costs over the annual mileage of the vehicle and allow for a profit
