Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

1. How many residential tower blocks over 11 metres are there in the local authority?
The Council cannot provide data on the number of residential tower blocks which are over 11 metres in height as its recorded datasets do not include the measurements of buildings. 
It can however report on the number of properties which are five storeys and above. By the Council’s calculations, the overall number of residential buildings in the city which are 5-storeys or higher equates to 97.


2. How many residential tower blocks over 11 metres are managed by the local authority?
There are nine tower blocks across the city which have residential accommodation managed by Leicester City Council – Clipstone House, Crayburn House, Deansburn House, Emburn House, St Leonards Court, Gordon House, Goscote House, Maxfield House and Framland House (Note: The figure will reduce to 8 once Goscote House is demolished).


3. In residential tower blocks which are a. over 11 metres; and b. managed by the local authority, how many properties are owned by leaseholders?

The Council can only answer this question for the nine residential blocks stipulated in question 2 which are managed by the local authority. Across these nine blocks, the Council currently have 34 leaseholder properties. (This figure includes those dwellings in the lower storeys of the buildings as well as those which are higher up).

4. In residential tower blocks which are a. over 11 metres; and b. managed by the local authority, how many properties are there in total (of any tenure)?
Based on the nine residential blocks owned by the Council, there are a total of 747 properties across all tenures.
