Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

Request 1

The council is proposing to introduce a residents parking zone (Zone K) in Clarendon Park. Please can the council confirm if an economic impact assessment has been carried out in relation to the residents parking scheme that is being introduced to Clarendon Park. The scheme is intended to discourage commuters, has the council considered if these commuters provide any economic benefit to the area. If an assessment was conducted, please provide details of the economic impact assessment.
Answer:

An economic impact assessment has not been carried out. The scheme is an experimental one, and residents and businesses are invited to comment on the scheme during the trial period. This will inform part of the decision-making process.

This letter therefore acts as a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the FOIA because, in accordance with Section 1.1 of the Act, an economic impact assessment for this project is not held by Leicester City Council.
Request 2
The council are introducing a residents parking zone in Clarendon Park. Please can the council confirm the cost of the “trial” residents parking scheme for Clarendon Park. This would include the cost of signage, letters and administration of the scheme.

The experimental scheme will cost less than £10,000. 
It is based on similar schemes in London and Nottingham City which have proved effective to deal with all day commuter parking.

Request 3
The council currently run 9 residents parking schemes, lettered A to J. Please could the council confirm the annual income for each zone, this should include the income from residents permits, guest permits, contractors permits and parking meters (if applicable). Please can the council also provide the total value of fines issued in each zone. Please can the council provide the cost of administrating the 9 zones.
