1. the names of all contracted service providers of SEND Home to School Transport in 2020/21 and 2019/20
ABC Taxis, Taleexi Taxi, ASA Taxi, Aylestone Taxis, Azoom Taxis, Circle Taxis, Coalville Yellow Cabs Ltd, Elite Taxis, Evington Cabs, Evington Cars, Fayyaz Taxi, Gee Gee Taxis, Jubilee Taxi Ltd, M & M Cars, Norton Swift Fox Cabs, P&R Cars, S, Taxis, Skyline Taxis, Speedline Taxis, Tele Link, Topps Taxis and Victoria Cabs.

2. The type of transport provided (taxi or PSV)
Both types of transport are provided using the taxi framework.


3. The value of each contract/ amount paid in each year.
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This information is not recorded in a reportable format.  Staff would be required to trawl through all invoices and extract the costs and numbers for SEND journeys only as opposed to Looked after Children etc.   

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

PAN1158 concluded within PATS 31/12/2020, The responsibility to provide transport under the taxi framework agreement is now with Social Care and has been extended till 21/02/20.
