What types of advertising do you allow? I.e. Rear screens, tip seats, superside, full livery etc. Do council fees apply? 
Our conditions of fitness state the following in relation to hackney Carriages:-

ADVERTISMENTS 

47. Suitable advertisements may be allowed on the inside and outside of the cab subject to the approval of the Council. 

48. Inside advertisements may be displayed only on the base of the occasional seats or along the bulkheads on top of the passenger/driver partition. All such adverts must be encapsulated in clear non-flammable plastic. 

49. Except as provided for below, outside advertisements may be displayed only on the lower panels of the front doors and must be of an approved size. All advertisements must be correctly affixed to a continuous flat surface. 

50. Advertisements must be of such a form as not to become easily soiled or detached. 

51. All materials and adhesives used in the manufacture of and for the purpose of affixing advertised displays to cabs must be approved. 

52. Applications for approval of advertisements must be made in writing to the Licensing Officer of the Leicester City Council.

Notes

1. This rank is still under construction but to assist the hackney carriage operators we allowed them onto the new rank for the Christmas period. The rank will be closed again on Sunday 17th January 2021 to allow completion of the works in this area. Expected completion is March/April 2021 when the rank will permanently re-open.

2. These temporary ranks have been provided in lieu of the temporary loss of the rank on Belgrave Gate. 

3. This is the existing rank opposite Town Hall. It remains operational for now but in mid-2021 will be suspended to allow public realm improvements to take place. A new rank will be provided on Millstone Lane near to Berridge Street.

4. A temporary taxi rank has been provided on Bishop Street in preparation for the temporary closure of the rank on Horsefair Street.

5. The existing taxi rank on Gravel Street will close on 11th January as a part of the re-development of St Margaret’s bus station. This temporary rank has been provided on Abbey Street to provide a continued service for the National Express operations that will continue from temporary facilities at the bus station. A new taxi rank will be provided on Gravel Street as a part of the re-development.

Granby Street nr Granby Place – 15m

Bowling Green Street nr Belvoir Street junction – 22m

Highcross Street – 26m
