You asked:
·         The amount it costs each time residents wish to use council provided tips

Leicester City Council does not charge residents to use Household Waste Recycling Centres.

 

·         Your average bin collection rates (success as a percentage)
99.97% of waste bins were emptied as scheduled in Q1 and Q2 of 2020/21.

·         How often on bins are collected
Refuse bins and recycling bags are collected weekly for most properties. Some communal properties receive a more frequent collection service.

·         The average size (in litres) of your bins
Leicester City Council issues bags for recycling and bins for refuse. 140litre bins are issued as standard, with larger bins issued to large households on request. Communal properties are issued a range of bin sizes according to the number of occupants, as well as access and storage considerations. 

·         How much (in tonnes) your council recycled in the last full year you have information for
The following tonnages were sent for recycling, composting and reuse in 2019/20: 

Recycling: 25,767 tonnes

Composting: 28,087 tonnes

Reuse: 833 tonnes 

·         What percentage of refuse collected by your local authority is recycled (i.e. does not go to landfill)
A total of 68.13% of household waste was diverted from landfill in 2019/20:

42.90% of household waste was sent for reuse, recycling or composting

25.23% of household waste was sent to Energy from Waste facilities as refuse derived fuel
