Can you please confirm to me how many journeys were undertaken on average each day by cyclists using the city bound cycle lane on Aylestone road during 2020. Please only provide details using a single count point, I am happy you use the one that gives the highest number count, but I do not want you to count the same cyclist journey more than once.

Also how does this figure then compare with the previous 5 years?

Without this type of information you have no way of knowing if any of the climate change benefits are actually being realised.
The table below provides the only time series data available for a point on Aylestone Road available for the past 5 years. This is taken from an annual cordon count conducted on one day in the year. As noted in the previous response new counters are being installed to monitor cycle usage on routes as they are constructed.
