Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

1. How many miles of road verges do you manage; and how is this split between urban and rural verges?
Answer:

Leicester City Council does not manage any rural verges.  As an urban environment it is difficult to calculate the linear mileage as we manage numerous small plots, many of which are not linear.  We can however provide the total area of highway verge we manage, which is a more accurate representation, this is 146.3418 hectares.

2. How much money have you budgeted towards the maintenance of road verges in 2021? Again, how is this split between urban and rural verges?
Leicester City Council manages the whole of the green open space as one budget which includes parks, housing & highway land.  We do not hold a breakdown of this spend as requested.  Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the FOIA and Regulation 14 of the EIR, because, in accordance with Section 1.1 of FOIA and Regulation 12(4)(a) of EIR, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
