Also, the Council would exercise powers under the Environment Protection Act 1990 (concerning the handling and disposal of controlled waste), the Anti-Social Behaviour Act 2003 and the Anti-Social Behaviour, Crime & Policing Act 2014 (allows for penalties for graffiti & fly-posting), the Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 (providing powers to tackle poor environmental quality and anti-social behaviour) and the Control of Pollution (Amendment) Act 1989, (that makes it a criminal offence for a person who is not a registered carrier to transport controlled waste to or from any place in Great Britain).
