Ex-Offenders, Re-settlement and Offender Management
Please provide details of what provision is currently in place to support the re-settlement of offenders who have been or will shortly be released from prison. 
Answer:

Leicester City has a well-established Youth Offending Service (YOS) referred to locally as The Children and Young Peoples Justice service (CYPJS) to support the resettlement of young offenders who will be released from prison. 

This is a multiagency service funded directly from the Youth Justice Board and statutory partners and delivers a prevention offer and full support for young people entering the youth justice system and support for young people in custody and through to release on licence. 

Please include details of any providers delivering this service locally, how many clients (ex-offenders) are managed through this service per year, the annual value of the service, the scope of this service (i.e. specification), the expiry date of this service and your commissioning intentions for recommissioning this service.

(In this area, significant cost avoidance can be achieved through the reduction in re-offending rates, through our effective re-settlement and mentoring programmes.)

The service is provided in house by the Leicester City Children and Young Peoples Justice Service (CYPJS). 

360 children and young people were engaged from 01/01/2020 – 31/12/2020 including 11 children and young people who were worked with as part of resettlement packages form custodial establishments. The service does not have an expiry date as it is statutory and there is no current intention to outsource this service.  

Core funding is received through the Youth Justice Boards Youth Justice and Junior Attendance Centre Grant currently £669,562 per annum. 


Substance Misuse Outreach

(In this area, we have significantly improved outcomes through the early identification of individuals previously unknown to the Drugs/Alcohol Teams.)

Our Community-based Specialist substance misuse service, delivered by Turning Point UK, provides outreach as part of its overall service offer. This relates to outreach in the City centre for people with a street lifestyle. This is currently 2 half-day sessions per week and is provided as part of a multi-agency network of homelessness services in the city which includes outreach and day services. In addition Turning Point do ad hoc outreach to Traveller sites in the area.

Mentoring for Adolescents, Children in Care and/or Children on the Edge of Care

Mentoring for Individuals with Emotional, Health and Well-being Support Needs

(In this area, we have significantly improved outcomes through intensive work with individuals, peers and families to improve resilience, grow confidence levels and achieve behavioural change.)
The Children and Young Peoples Justice service (CYPJS) commissions an Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACE) Project. The annual cost of the contract is £96K. This supports emotional health and wellbeing via embedding trauma informed care through training, consultation, case formulation with staff groups and limited direct work with young people who are deemed to be at risk of developing more severe mental health difficulties due to levels of childhood adversity.  Reach is over 100 children each year.
