Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

Following our response to request ref 22617, you asked:

I hope you're well and thank you for sending the information and caveats. I'd just like to confirm something with regards to 2b. Given there were 34 Covid deaths in 2020/21 and the total deaths were 459, am I right to input that non-Covid deaths then would be 452 (425)?
Between April 2020 and February 2021, it was reported that 34 individuals in receipt of Domiciliary Care had Covid-19 associated deaths. We have been able to establish that 31/34 of these individuals had packages of care funded by Leicester City Council and therefore, we can assume that there were 428 non-Covid deaths in the period April 2020 to February 2021.

Note: All attempts were made to collect and record clear / concise data during this period, however, due to the National Lockdown (started on the 23rd March 2020), which brought additional pressures to contracted Providers, employees and the wider community, we need to identify the uncertainty in the information collected at the time and therefore figures may be slightly under / over represented for the initial period of the lockdown.


Secondly, I think my wording might have caused a mix-up with 1b, which asked for the age breakdown of historic deaths. Ideally I need to know how many 18-64 year olds and 65+ year olds died, also in each tax year, so I can input it into my spreadsheet. To make matters easier, you don't need to provide a monthly breakdown, if this creates too much additional work.
