Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

Schedule/frequency of mowing the old Western Golf Course site?
The general area is cut on 10 occasions per annum and the footpath margins 16 cuts per annum.


Why has the frequency in maintenance of this site recently increased?
We have recently completed the first grass cut of the season.

The annual cost to the council for maintenance of this site since its closure?
Leicester City Council manages the whole of the green open space as one budget which includes Parks and housing & highway land. We are unable to break down this spend as requested. Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

Why isn't the site being allowed to re-wild?
The area is maintained to allow access to the public right of way across the site and to prevent colonisation of woody material pending any decisions on the sites future use.
