Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

We are looking to obtain an indication of the standard local authority fees Leicester City Council pays for eligible elderly people in care homes or, if no standard flat rate is paid, an indication of the minimum/maximum/average rates paid for each category of care listed below.

This is normally information that the local Commissioning Team or Adult Social Care Finance Team are able to supply.

2021/22 financial year rates:
Leicester City Council has not finalised its 2021/22 fee rates. We are out to consultation on the proposed inflationary increases - the proposed increase is 3.6%. Once finalised, the new rates will be backdated to April 2021. 


1. Personal care / residential, elderly frail
The current standard banded rate for Dependent Older People is £536pw and would rise to £555pw under the fee uplift proposals.

2. Personal care / residential, elderly dementia
The current standard banded rate for Highly Dependent People/Physical Disability is £605pw and would rise to £627pw under the fee uplift proposals.

3. Nursing, elderly frail
The current standard banded rate for Nursing Band – Accommodation & Personal Elements is £571pw and would rise to £592pw under the fee uplift proposals. This excludes any FNC contribution.


4. Nursing, elderly dementia
(Please could you also state if your quoted nursing fees are inclusive or exclusive of the current NHS-funded nursing care (FNC) contribution.)
As per Q3 above but where additional support is required, the standard band would be supplemented by an Additional Needs payment. As a guide, the mean Nursing Care payment paid for persons aged 65+ in 2020/21 was circa. £674pw (excludes any FNC contribution).
