• Highest Rent Level being paid for Specialist Supported Housing (excluding sheltered and extra care accommodation)
£411.40 per week

• Lowest Rent Level being paid for Specialist Supported Housing (excluding sheltered and extra care accommodation)
£37.90 per week

• What is the maximum level of rent that would be considered for Specialist Supported Housing (excluding sheltered and extra care accommodation)

There is no set maximum level of rent – each scheme is considered based on its own circumstances. Eligible rent may however be restricted for Housing Benefit purposes if it is determined to be unreasonably high, and there is suitable alternative accommodation available elsewhere if claimants meet the relevant vulnerability criteria.
