Answer:

As of 04 April 2025, there are a total of 351 LCC stock properties which are currently void equating to only 1.8% of all LCC owned Housing stock. A breakdown by type shows:

3) A list detailing how many of Leicester City Council's Housing Stock has been sold to Council Tenants under the Right to Buy Scheme since the Scheme came into force in 1980.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

You may wish to refine and resubmit your request so that it reduces the
cost to within the 'appropriate limit'.

4) A list detailing amount of money raised from the sale of Leicester City Council Housing Stock under the right to Buy Scheme since 1980.

As above, exemption section 12 of the Act apply –over the cost limit. 
Data from 2006 is held in electronic format and total capital receipts from sales of property under Right to Buy from 2006/07 to 2023/24 is £215,613,746

5) A list detailing how many replacement Leicester City Council Properties have been built with money raised from sales under the right to buy scheme since 1980.

The Council only holds details of the number of properties financed using Right to Buy (RTB) Receipts since the implementation of self-financing for Housing Revenue Accounts in 2012. The total replacement properties built or purchased through RTB receipts since 2012 is 764.

Information prior to 2012 is not held and exemption section 1.1 of the Act apply.

During the period 2019 to 2023 the Council as well as delivering its own Council Housing has worked with other Registered providers in the City to deliver Affordable Housing, with a total of 1,100 being delivered during that period.

From the period 2023 to 2027 the Council has a target of delivering a further 1,500 Council and Affordable Housing units. The Council is on target to deliver 1,650 of these through its own new build and acquisition programme and by working with Registered Providers and developers in the City.

6)  A list detailing how much has been spent on Building Replacement Properties by Leicester City Council from money raised by the Right to Buy Scheme 1980. 

Total expenditure on building and acquiring replacement properties financed from retained Right to Buy receipts from 2012/13 to 2023/24 is £48,560,582

7) A list detailing type of replacement properties to have been built by Leicester City Council since the Right to Buy Schemes introduction 1980.

8) A list detailing where, if any, replacement properties have been built since 1980.

With respect to Qs.7 & 8, the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, therefore exemption section 12 of the Act apply. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.
