Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I am writing to formally request access to the most up-to-date Public Register of Licensed Houses in Multiple Occupation (HMOs) in Leicester, as provided under Section 232 of the Housing Act 2004.

Specifically, I would be grateful if you could supply the following details for all currently licensed HMOs in your jurisdiction:
· Full address of each licensed HMO

· Name(s) of the licence holder(s)

· Name(s) of the managing agent or property manager (if applicable)

· Number of bedrooms in each HMO

· Licence issue and expiry dates (if available)

This letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is accessible by other means, the Council Website, and is already in the public domain.
Public Register of Licenced HMOs — Leicester Open Data
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

Information regarding the number of bedrooms at each property and the details of managing agents are not held in a format that is reportable for the purpose of this request.  Staff would have to locate and trawl through over 1,100 case files to extract and collate the information requested.  Therefore, this information is exempt from release.
