Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Please provide the following information held by your organisation:
1. Since 1 April 2023, the number of adults with Prader-Willi Syndrome placed in specialist residential care services and funded wholly or partly by the organisation.

2. For each such placement, the gross weekly amount most recently paid for the placement, defined as the total weekly cost charged by the residential service, inclusive of accommodation (hotel), care and support.

3. Where the gross weekly amount is not held, please provide the weekly amount paid by the organisation towards the placement.
I do not require provider names, service locations, or staffing details. Individual figures may be fully anonymised. If necessary, please provide banded ranges (for example £3,000 - £6,000 per person per week)

If any part of this request exceeds the appropriate cost limit, please advise how it may be refined so that it may be answered.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

The information you have requested is not held in a reportable format. We do not record/report on the number of individuals with this diagnosis.  The data would be held on that individual’s case file and we would only be able to locate this by trawling through all cases for the time frame specified.  We would need to seach 4,341 case files from April 2023 onwards, therefore, we estimate that locating, retrieving, and extracting this information would take significantly more than 18 hours of officer time and your request exceeds the appropriate limit of the Act.
