We are removing unauthorised items as part of our regular inspection and maintenance regimes.  Items placed on street furniture which are deemed to pose a more significant risk may require more urgent removal, for example, items which obscure sight lines or pose a distraction hazard.

Our direct labour have removed flags, no contractors have been involved.

The cost is £19.27 which includes staff, vehicle and overheads.
