Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Please provide the Council’s evidence of public support for the traffic restrictions in the Goodwood estate; including the numbers of individual complainants for each problem that the scheme is intended to address set out chronologically within either calendar or financial years.

The initial selection of the SSHN sites was not done randomly. All the sites had a history of local traffic issues evidenced by concerns raised by residents and councillors over several years:

· Petitions submitted by ward councillors on behalf of residents in 2014 and 2015 demanding traffic issues be addressed. 

· Parents asking for less traffic around the schools in the parents survey on Summer 2020.

· 48 Requests on ‘widen my path’ and as part of the school run parking programme, for reduction in traffic

· Following sharing details of the proposed trial with 1296 households throughout 2021 and 2022

· 4% FOR

· 18% AGAINST

· Around 80%+ of residents over 18 were “silent” on the trial 

Issues of concern raised included

· rat-running; 

· speeding, 

· safety and general health deprivation 

· poor air quality

The SSHN schemes have been brought forward for delivery as a result of a successful evidence-based bid for government funding. 

The purpose of the experiment is to continue engagement with residents on the performance of the scheme which is ongoing. 

These schemes are experimental hence all infrastructure is temporary by nature and can easily be removed if the experiment so requires.
