Lot 1 (Education) is outstanding.


3) Please provide the revised timelines for completion of any outstanding elements.
The Lot 1 (Education) go live date is scheduled for 27/7/2026.

4) If applicable, please provide details of any additional costs or contract variations agreed as part of this implementation.

The Lot 1 contract start date has been varied to 27/7/2026.   Additional costs are £204,324 to extend the contract with the current supplier, and a separate contract for migration of data with Liquidlogic at a cost between £141,375 with options to increase spend up to £203,775 if the number of days to complete the migration are higher than expected.
