4. The date the final decision was made and the individual or committee that approved it.
Response: Leicester City Council does not hold the information you have requested. Leicester City Council was not involved in this decision and therefore unable to provide the requested information.
 

The operator (Roberts Coaches Ltd.) is now responsible for setting routes and fares for the Park and Ride service. Previously, staff travel was paid for via arrangements with NHS providers, including the University Hospitals of Leicester NHS Trust. Any decision to cease fare subsidies for staff was a taken by those bodies rather than the Leicester City Council.
