You asked:
I’m after the following information for Leicester City Council, if possible: 

1) How many cycle lanes are there within the boundaries of your council’s jurisdiction? (as of 05/09/2022)
There are 181 sections of cycle lanes – being a division of road marked off with painted lines for use by cyclists - within the city. This does not include the advance markings at signal junctions.

2) How many cycle paths are there within the boundaries of your council’s jurisdiction? (as of 05/09/2022)
There are 720 sections of cycle paths – being an off carriageway route that is intended for use by cyclists, or pedestrians and cyclists – within the city.

3) Are there plans in place to increase the number of cycle lanes in your jurisdiction?
Yes.

4) Are there plans in place to increase the number of cycle paths in your jurisdiction?
Yes.
