For our purposes, it would be great if those data also include information on school closures that occurred for other reasons (e.g. industrial actions or weather related closures).

Please find attached a spreadsheet detailing school closures in Leicester City for academic year 2022-2023.
This spreadsheet contains two tabs: 

Tab 1 – school closures from building issues or adverse weather. This contains the school name, date school closed, expected opening date, and the reason the school is closed. 

Tab 2 – school closures from industrial action by the National Education Union, this has been across 8 dates between 1 February to 7 July. This list includes schools which were closed or partially closed. 

For this form, we as a Council agreed to only hold the school closure data for 12 months. This is therefore information not held under Section 1.1 of the FOI Act for the previous years.
