Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I would like to request under the freedom of information act, a breakdown and specific details of what my council tax payments contributes to, and the exact amounts.
Answer:

It is not possible to say what council tax is spent on. The way our accounting works is that all our income is combined, apart from any that has restrictions placed on it. This combined income then pays for the totality of our spending on services. In other words, council tax, rates income, government grant and fees and charges are all combined in the same fund.

You can see what the totality of our spending is from our annual accounts: Statement of accounts.
