Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Due to the recent road traffic changes in the Goodwood estate there have been a number of protests and community impact and action. This FOI request is to enquire on the cost and impact of this.

This FOI request is for the SSHN team, Cllr Adam Clarke, transport and road safety team.

1. How many enquires and messages has the council received in relation to the Evington LTN SSHN scheme. This includes all emails received to any of the council team members regarding the scheme or to the designated SSHN email.
235 at the time of analysis


2. How many of those messages/emails were complaints. Or against the Evington LTN SSHN scheme?
200 at the time of analysis.

3. How many of those messages/emails were sent to the SSHN email for the Evington LTN SSHN scheme regardless of positive or against the scheme?
All messages were sent to the SSHN email address.


4. Which members of council staff are responsible for Manning the SaferHealthierStreets@leicester.gov.uk email address? 
There are four members of staff who have access to the email address.

Junior staff names are exempt from release under Section 40(2) of The Act as they are personal data. The Council judges that this personal data is being processed for the purposes of employment and that disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1– fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes. Therefore, this Information is exempt from release.


5. Was an impact assessment produced to assess the impact on surrounding roads namely Goodwood rd, spencefield lane, Whitehall rd and uppingham rd?
The experiment is intended to provide information on the impact of the scheme, as transport modelling cannot be carried out accurately at this scale.  Traffic data was collected before the scheme went in and will be collected once it has settled in.  

6. If an impact assessment was produced, could this be shared with me please.
Please see above response.


7. Due to the protests and the council roads team coming several times, how much did the scheme in Evington cost the tax payer?
The scheme cost to date is £26,008.55.  This includes the cost of low wooden rails to prevent parking on Newhaven Road, Chatteris Road and Whitehall Road.   It also includes the planters that were originally purchased to serve as the road closure and have now been re-purposed to other LTN schemes in the city.  The concrete block that replaced the planters were already re-purposed from other areas


8. What was the intended budget for the Evington LTN SSHN scheme?

Funding of £77,200 was originally allocated to the scheme from a central government fund ring fenced for low traffic neighbourhood schemes
