You asked:
We are reaching out to seek clarification regarding the recently installed CCTV cameras on the poles in Stafford Street, Leicester, LE4-7AJ. Understanding their purpose would be beneficial for our community.

 

Could you please provide information on who installed these cameras and whether they are intended for crime prevention, traffic control, speeding enforcement, or if they are designated for parking permit holders only? We believe that transparency on this matter will help address any concerns the residents may have.

For your reference, we have attached photos of the cameras in question.

Answer:
These are traffic count cameras which were in place for the school week only (from Monday 28th April to Friday 2nd May) and were counting the vehicles using the area, pedestrian movements and parking around the school in advance of the work we are doing to help support schools and improve safety.

The camera footage does not allow identification of individual people or vehicles.
