Please provide the information in the form an Excel spreadsheet. This should include their job title, the amount they were paid and when, the reason for the bonus (if given), and the total amount of bonuses distributed.

Answer:

Fosse Energy Ltd is a dormant company, which reflected a white label brand through which Robin Hood Energy Ltd could enter into direct contracts with domestic customers in the Leicester and Leicestershire area. 
Fosse Energy has never had any employees. No payments of any kind have been made to directors. 
This letter therefore acts as a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with Section 1.1 of the Act, the requested information is not held by the Council.
