Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.
You asked:

Please could you provide information on the following:

1) What is the affordable housing tenure policy included within your local plan i.e. the suggested percentage breakdown of affordable housing tenures, for example, 60% social rent, 40% shared ownership. 

2) Does your local plan include reference to:

a) Shared ownership (yes/no)

b) Rent to buy (yes/no)

3) If yes to 2a or 2b, please provide details if this is other than a percentage covered in 1. 

1. The affordable housing tenure breakdown as referenced  in the adopted Core Strategy is 19% intermediate housing, and 81% affordable / social rented housing. 
According to our adopted Core Strategy Policy CS7, the type and mix of affordable housing should reflect the findings of the Strategic Housing Market Assessment (SHMA). However since the SHMA was superseded by the Housing and Economic Development Needs Assessment (HEDNA), findings of this study are used for the determination of the proposals. HEDNA identifies a need of 19% of intermediate housing, and 81% of affordable / social rented housing across Leicester. However, it must be noted that this will be superseded by the new Local Housing Needs Assessment findings as the new Local Plan progresses. 

2. The adopted affordable housing policy does not make specific reference to shared ownership or rent to buy. The Policy specifies that the type and mix of affordable housing sought will reflect the findings of the SHMA, in this case the HEDNA which is as above.
