1. Within your council, please provide the documented tree-planting strategy for the whole of 2024?

This letter therefore acts as a refusal notice under Section 17(1) of the FOIA and Regulation 14 of the EIR, because in accordance with Section 21 of the FOIA and Regulation 6(1)(b) of the EIR, the information is publicly accessible to applicants.
2. Within your council, what was your tree-planting goal for the whole of 2024? (This may be the number of trees you aimed to plant, for instance.)
Our planting targets for Financial Year (FY) 2024/25 was 2,000 small trees (whips) and 200 larger standards

3. Within your council, what was the tree-planting budget for the whole of 2024?
We had a £25k dedicated highways planting budget. 
We apply for various government grant schemes such as UTCF & LATF and utilise our Leicester Environmental Volunteers that help us to plant them  Environmental volunteering. 
Further tree planting comes from capital project schemes and our memorial/ celebration tree planting requests.

4. How many trees were planted by the council or contractors of the council in the whole of 2024?
The total tree planting numbers for FY 2024/25 is 4,914 trees (4,600 whips & 314 large standards).

5. Within your authority area, what was the volume of land allocated for planting in 2024?
The metric is not calculated. Exemption Section 1(1) of the FOIA and Reg. 12(4)(a) of the EIR apply -information is not held by the Council.
6. Within your authority area, from the beginning of 2023 to the end of 2024, how many planted trees have failed/died?
From FY 2023/24 to FY 2024/25 we had 147 small whips fail and 6 large standards fail - replacement planting of failed trees (beating up) is undertaken during the following seasons planting.
