Please review the deed packets for the Belgrave Neighbourhood Centre, Rothley St, Leicester LE4 6LF and provide copies of documents relating to the origins of the Lunch Club, SCOPE and details of the donation of the centre to the Council.
Answer:

Scope no longer hire the Belgrave Neighbourhood Centre and the Lunch Club occupation is by way of room hire agreement. The details of how to hire Neighbourhood buildings are here Belgrave Neighbourhood Centre which articulates the relevant terms available. 
The building was purchased (not donated) in 1975 and any covenants will be included in the land title which you are already in possession of.
I require any documents relating to the property that are not registered at the Land Registry, specifically those showing the donation of the centre to the Council, the lunch clubs and SCOPE. I expect they will be in the form of a deed of grant but I cannot be certain as I have never seen the documents before.
