The last cycle of domestic abuse service commissions was 2015.  At this time £158,000 per annum was spent on safe accommodation provision.  More than this is being spent on safe accommodation during 2023-24.  

In 2015 the total city council budget for specialist domestic and sexual abuse services was £790,000 per annum (not including funding from the MOJ or Home Office). For 2023, if DLUHC funding is not considered, the overall city council budget has reduced.
