2) that currently hold a premises licence

This information is not held by Leicester City council, therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council. The enforcing authority has yet to be identified and even the thresholds for premises to come within scope are still the subject of discussion after a report by the Home Affairs Select Committee published at the end of July.
