You asked:

1. How often do you inspect public highway footpaths across the city?

This will depend on the nature and level of usage of the footpath and it will be either monthly, 3 monthly, 6 monthly or 12 monthly

2. During an inspection, is there a written log or record of when and what roads/areas have been inspected?
Yes, a record is kept of the details of the inspection


3. What is the maximum average lifespan of a tarmac and/or asphalt footpath in the city? 

The Council do not record that information and is informing you of this as required under Section 1(1) of the Act.

4. How often does the council seek to resurface cracked tarmac and asphalt footpaths?
All planned maintenance repair and resurfacing work will be determined by the condition of the individual footpaths

5. Do you have a policy/procedure on footpath highway repairs in relation to what the council would consider to require your intervention?
The Council have a highway safety inspection regime which determines what urgent repairs are required and how quickly they should be completed.
