The Council does not hold this information. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under Section 17(1) of the FOIA and Regulation 14 of the EIR, because, in accordance with Section 1(1) of FOIA and Regulation 12(4)(a) of EIR, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

We are currently in the process of creating a new online mapping system that will record all regulated parking restrictions and parking spaces across the city. It is estimated that this will be ready in the next 6 months and the information will be published on the Council’s traffic and parking webpages.
