Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

Can I request the cost, ongoing service costs and maintenance of these planters on the street.   What are the costs of just placing speed humps?

Answer:

The cost of purchasing the planters, installing the planters and all the signing and lining associated, and the legal and admin costs is £5,475.62.  These are funded by Government grants.
The watering regime for the summer months is £128.   
The cost of traffic calming varies from scheme to scheme depending on the specific circumstances of the street, with a single intervention costing from £800 to £20,000.  
Until a scheme is designed it is not possible to give any more accurate information.   

Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under Section 17(1) of the FOIA and Regulation 14 of the EIR, because, in accordance with Section 1(1) of FOIA and Regulation 12(4)(a) of EIR, further information is not held by the Council.
