Below rates relate to supported living services.

· Min rate: £10.59 per hour (note this was for sleep-in support and not day/waking night support)

· Max rate: £18.80 per hour (Day/waking night support)

· Ave rate: £16.62 per hour (average of all rates  - i.e. Day/waking night and sleep-in rates)


2. The minimum, maximum and average rates paid to independent providers for the delivery of care and support to young adults 16-25 with learning disabilities, physical disabilities and mental health?
Below adult rates relate to supported living services.

Young people aged 16-17:

· Min rate: £744.14 per week

· Max rate: £8,800.00 per week

· Ave rate: £4,291.17 per week

N.B: these figures include all forms of care for this group of young people, including: independent fostering agencies, residential schools, supported living.

Adults aged 18-25:
· Min rate: £12.16 per hour (note this was for sleep-in support and not day/waking night support)

· Max rate: £18.80 per hour (Day/waking night support)

· Ave rate: £17.17 per hour (average of all rates - i.e. Day/waking night and sleep-in rates)

3: What are your minimum room sizes and property requirements eg, is an open plan kitchen suitable? do you require all ensuites and a separate living and dining room? 
Firstly we have limited to no demand for shared housing – any accommodation we develop need to as a minimum meet the following: Technical housing standards – nationally described space standard - GOV.UK (www.gov.uk).
