Request:

My request refers to a consultation conducted by LCC between 20 January 2025 and 17 February 2025. The objective of the consultation was to garner the views of the public on the implementation of a City Centre PSPO. It is claimed that 96% of respondents supported the implementation of a PSPO. 
My question is: how many members of the public responded and, therefore, how many are represented by 96%?

A total of 1139 individual responses were received, 96% agreed with the implementation of the PSPO. That is a total of 1093 people. Leicester has a population of 368,581 (2021 census) which equates to 2.96 people in every 1000 responded positively to the implementation of the PSPO. This figure is considered a statistically significant sample size with a +3% margin of error at a 95% confidence level.
