You asked:
Please could I request an electronic copy of your authority's bid submission for the Traffic Signal Obsolescence Grant and/or Green Light Fund (submitted to DfT November/December 2023).

This information is being withheld from disclosure.

In doing this, the Council applies the exemption contained at Section 43(2) of the FOIA, relating to Commercial Interests. 

The Council believe that disclosure to the wider world (which is how any disclosure made under the FOI Act must be considered) would prejudice the commercial interests of Leicester City Council.

Releasing a copy of the successful bid/business model used to secure DfT funding would see this model/format replicated by competitors.  This information would be used to compete against the Council where future grants or funding streams were avialable. Disclosure would lead to a loss of competitiveness and weaken the Council’s position. This would have a detrimental effect on Leicester City Council’s ability to compete for future DfT/Government grants or funding, and therefore, this information is withheld from disclosure.
