d) If you haven't implemented the scheme – did you consider it and what were your reasons for not doing so?
No, we didn’t consider implementing the scheme at this time. 
We have worked tirelessly over the last 5 years to grow our Urban Buzz/Bee Road wildflower areas, our grassland meadow areas and introduce a city wide programme of relaxed mowing where suitable on parks land, housing estates and highway verges. 
We have revised our grassland strategy to capture the work done to amend our grassland management and the rationale behind it and hope to launch the strategy early autumn. The strategy inter connects with our Biodiversity Action Plan and Climate Emergency Action Plan. 
A marketing plan to develop a recognised brand alongside these areas with alternative maintenance is being developed to highlight the changes in the landscaping are intentional and have purpose. 
We are also creating an educational video similar to Plymouth How we manage our grass | PLYMOUTH.GOV.UK to capture the various maintenance methods applied and why they are being applied with the aim of increasing public buy in and reducing complaints when maintenance regimes applied to ours change from regular seasonal cuts to reduced regimes.
