Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I would like to request your support to get access to a list with the names of current council's institutional partners in the voluntary and in the community sectors. In particular, I am looking for the following information: 

The organisations in the voluntary and community sectors that have a contractual relationship with the council to deliver services. 

This letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is accessible by other means, the Council Website, and is already in the public domain.

Information on contracts and expenditure including with the voluntary and community sector can be found on the Council’s open data portal at:

Contracts July 2023 — Leicester Open Data
Expenditure exceeding £500 - 2023 — Leicester Open Data
Informal partnerships between the council and organisations in the voluntary and community sectors (e.g., do not have a contractual relationship but work together to support communities in different matters, such as reduction of poverty, homelessness, etc).

Section 12 of the Act allows a public authority to refuse a request for information where the cost of dealing with it would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450 (equivalent to 18 hours of work).

This information is not recorded in a reportable format. There are many hundreds of services across the Council, many of whom work with a wide range of organisations including those in the voluntary and community sector, to undertake a detailed analysis on a service by service basis of those relationships would take us over the time limit

This is therefore a refusal notice under the provisions of Section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
