This will be following a full OT assessment and bed risk assessment. If an enclosed bed is recommended then waiting time will be from order of bed (manufacturers deliver times). 
The children’s OT service have an approximate 6 month wait for an assessment.
7. What percentage of the council's disability or social care budget is allocated to enclosed beds?

We review as needed currently but are working on reviewing all children and young people who have side rails and high sided beds.
