Can you please provide the following in an excel format, whilst there may be an online register available (such as public access) the purpose and scope of the request is broad. Therefore, in order to be effective and serve the purpose of ensuring compliance an excel spreadsheet is necessary. This request is in line with the information commissioner's office guidance on the public interest test – “The public interest can cover a wide range of values and principles relating to the public good, or what is in the best interests of society”.

This request does not ask for any personal details and is in line with the authority's responsibility under the Licensing Act 2003 to maintain a public register.

It is recognised that the request will add an administrative burden to authorities, bearing that in mind if an authority holds a database which does not include all details listed above or is of a similar nature, supported by an online register, then this would be sufficient for the purpose of the request.
